Local Small Business Reserve Program
Grows 52% In the Last Year

During Fiscal Year (FY) 2007, the Local
Small Business Reserve Program (LSBRP)
accomplished the following results:
• Montgomery County contracted more than
$9 million or 11% of available procurement
dollars with local small businesses. This

amount represents 52% growth from the previous fiscal year.
• 90 local small businesses received contracts from the County. In
the previous fiscal year, 75 local small businesses received contracts.
• As of June 30, 2007, 600 businesses were registered with the 
Local Small Business Reserve Program. The Program added 334
businesses during FY07.
LSBRP is looking to build on these results and has developed 
initiatives to enhance the services provided to the business 
participating in the Program:
• Businesses will have more opportunities to market their products
or services directly to County departments.
• Companies will receive training on how to respond to County
solicitations.
• Businesses registered with the Program are placed on a public 
vendors’ list and can be viewed by large companies seeking to deal
with small businesses.
The Department of Economic Development invites local small
businesses to participate in the LSBRP. Registration can be done
online at www.montgomerycountymd.gov/LSBRP.

The Kensington Town
Council and business
owners will look to
create a special parking
district that may
attract new stores
which might have been

hesitant to open because of hard-to-meet parking
regulations. Businesses in the county are required
to supply 20 parking spaces for every 1,000 sq. ft.
of shopping space. On-site parking is scarce in
Kensington along Howard and Armory Avenues,
and new businesses have a tough time meeting
the requirements. The parking district could also
allow Kensington businesses to waive county
parking requirements when opening a new store.
Kensington Town Councilwoman Mary
Donatelli, head of the downtown revitalization
committee, said a parking district is the next 
logical step to usher in revitalization. The special
parking district would levy a new tax on business-
es. The money raised would be directed to a fund
to help offset the costs of the parking lot planned
for the site of the former Konterra cement plant
on Metropolitan Avenue. Council members
believe the Konterra lot will provide enough
parking spaces for shoppers so Kensington

Wheaton Volunteer Rescue Squad
Receives Federal Grant
The Wheaton Volunteer Rescue Squad has been awarded $5,160 
in federal funding through the U.S. Department of Homeland
Security’s Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program. Chief Allen
Platky said the rescue squad would use the grant to buy new 
protective gloves, which cost about $50 to $60 per pair.
“We want to make sure that everyone has stuff that is fully up to
standards,” Platky said. “There is currently a mixture of old and
new.” Rescue personnel will use the gloves when dealing with car
accidents. Platky said fire departments and rescue squads apply 
for these grants under very specific guidelines. The grants fund
equipment, personal protection equipment, training, fire and rescue
vehicles, firefighter⁄first responder safety projects and staffing
recruitment and retention.

The Kensington Town Council will hire a tem-
porary, part-time town manager as they search
for candidates who could fill the new permanent,
full-time position. The town manager position
would replace the old public works department
head, taking over the duties of that position,
which include hiring and firing the town crew
and overseeing trash collection, maintenance and
construction of town parks, roads and buildings,
in addition to day-to-day activities of the town.
Hiring a town manager would require changing
the way that Kensington government operates.

businesses could be exempt from the county parking
requirements.
Town Attorney Suellen Ferguson said the council would
have to decide which stores to include in a parking district
and how much tax to levy on businesses that would reap
any benefit from loose parking requirements. Also,
businesses that provide the county-required parking could
be exempt from such a tax. The parking district would
most likely include the East Howard Avenue stores, but
not the businesses along Knowles Avenue on the west side
of Connecticut Avenue.
Dennis McCurdy, head of the Kensington Business
District Administration said that previous councils tried 
to create a parking district, but in the past there wasn’t
sufficient open parking in town. McCurdy owns several
stores on Armory Avenue and said that the business 
owners renting the space must park elsewhere to leave 
the storefront spaces for customers or face a fine.
The council and McCurdy will talk with the Maryland-
National Capital Park and Planning Commission about
how to create a special parking district.

Kensington town staff currently report directly to the
mayor, whereas in other municipal governments, the 
staff report to a town manager, according to the council.
The town staff includes a code enforcement officer,
clerk-treasurer, administrative assistant, and special 
assistant to the mayor.
But before anyone is chosen as town manager, the town
will hire an interim, part-time town manager so the 
council can evaluate the pros and cons of the new system
of government. Whoever serves as interim town manager
could be eligible for the full-time position, but will also 
be responsible for helping the town council search for a
full-time manager.

Businesses.

DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY TIPS
1 - With camera in hand READ YOUR
MANUAL, cover to cover.

Most important: know how to navigate your
menus.
2 - Set Resolution to the highest camera is
capable. DO NOT use lower resolution to “save
space”.
3 - Set Quality to the Best “least compression”
(least no. of pictures per card).

Only ‘compress’ when absolutely necessary.
4 - Best to use the ‘native’ ISO of the camera
(the lowest setting).

Keep in mind that the higher you go, the
more ‘noise’ or pixilation is created in the image.
5 - Largest memory card is not always the best.
Purchase cards large enough for about 50 -100
images each and have 2 or more cards.

Don’t put ALL your digital eggs on one
memory card!
6 - Purchase at least 1 extra camera battery.
And always carry it with you!
7 - Learn the limits of your flash. Typical point
& shoot camera flash is only good for 10-15
feet.
8 - Buy the camera with the highest Mega pixel
you can afford. 5MP or better is good.
9 - Ignore ‘great digital Zoom features’ - AND
avoid using that. Optical is always better.

10 - Look for cameras capable of the ‘shooting
speed’ that you need.

Get faster cameras for children.
11 - Today’s camera will be obsolete in less than
2 years, so plan to upgrade.
12 - Workflow - Download (using card reader,
always faster than the camera)

Backup to another drive if possible.
Burn to good Disc (DVD better)
immediately!  And put away.
Edit and re backup
13 - Avoid Camera “RAW” unless you
are trained; the camera will generally
do a better job than you at processing.
14 - Do MINIMAL to NO color cor-
rection on your images before sending
to printer.
You will just make their job harder, if
not impossible to give you a good
print.

Use your edit software to crop to the size
you want to print.
15 - Get into the habit of making PRINTS
from a LAB, even if it is only of your best ones.
They will LAST beyond your lifetime!
