Breakfast Mixer April 25, Report from Annapolis — 2007 Maryland Legislative Session

The breakfast was hosted and catered by Fran Ware of the Wheaton Regional Library at 11701
Georgia Avenue in Wheaton, MD. Thanks to Brookside Gardens for donating the door prizes.

Maryland District 18 State Senator Richard Madaleno, and Delegates Ana Sol Gutierrez and
Jeff Waldstreicher reported on budget decisions and laws passed that impact businesses and
individuals in our community. The Maryland General Assembly in Annapolis has 47 Senators
and 141 Delegates, elected from 47 districts. The 423rd session that began January 10 acted on
more than 2300 bills before adjourning on April 9, 2007.

Delegate Jeff Waldstreicher summed up his efforts on the District 18 team as follows: BOO]{ide ardens
- 1) Education is my top priority. And I'm incredibly heartened to know that it is also the top priority

of Montgomery County’s business community. Our success in the county is due to the fact that all our

stakeholders speak with one voice when it comes to investing in education. This year, the General Assembly allocated $400
million for school construction, a record. The District 18 team fought hard for this historic infusion. It will go a long way
towards reducing class sizes and getting rid of portables.

2) 2007 was also a banner year for the environment. Most critically, we passed a Clean Cars Bill which puts our state on
California emission standards, the strictest in the nation. We worked closely
with the business community to make sure our environmental progress doesn’t
unduly harm our small businesses.

3) Gang violence is a real and growing threat in Montgomery County.
Businesses and government do a disservice to the community by ignoring the
problem. Fortunately, we're starting to wake up. In 2007, the General Assembly passed a landmark gang
violence bill that will give police officers and prosecutors better tools to take gang members off our streets.
As a member of the Judiciary Committee, I worked hard to get this bill passed. Next year, I will return
with extensive legislation aimed at early intervention--so our teens never join gangs in the first place.

4) The revitalization of Wheaton is proceeding, but the pace has been slow. There is some concern about creeping “paralysis by analysis,” a concern I
share. Government and business must join the effort to reach consensus. But consensus can't be its own goal. Both business and government must show
firm leadership and a willingness to make tough choices. I truly appreciate the businesses that have already stepped forward with ambitious yet concrete
plans for moving Wheaton forward. I will be working closely with County officials to put those plans into action so that Wheaton can become the
vibrant, bustling, diverse, walkable community we all know it can be.
